1. This Act may be cited as the Financial Laws (Miscellaneous
Amendments) (No. 2) Act, 1974.

3. The amendment to the Pensions Ordinance shall be deemed to
have been effective as from the 1st day of May, 1974.

In section 16, add immediately below subsection (2) the following new subsections:-

"(3) Where the owner of amotor vehicle seized under the provisions of
subsection (2) fails, within the period of six months from the date of such
selzure, to pay the whole of the tax and penalties due in respect
of the vehicle, the Principal Secretary to the Treasury may, at his
discretion, cause the vehicle to be sold by public auction and where
such vehicleis so sold or is sold in accordance with paragraph (a)
of the proviso hereto, a certificate in writing signed by alicensing
authority to the effect that the vehicle was sold pursuant to a direction
given by the Principal Secretary to the Treasury under this subsection and
was purchased by the person named in the certificate shall be conclusive
evidence that stich person so named in the certificate is the owner of
the vehicle and has alawful title thereto as such owner:
